Cup may contain hot liquid. Or cold liquid, maybe even slightly
tepid liquid. Equally cup may contain no liquid-which in cases of
advanced dehydration can prove dangerous. Cup may also contain
nuts.

Be warned that attaching cup to another cup with a piece of string
only acts as a very basic telephone. Use in emergencies should be
avoided.
